Tile Code Victories
IMI spends considerable effort tracking codes and standards, to get contractors as much guidance and
opportunity as possible. This year brought notable accomplishments, including:

0 Getting exterior porcelain tile added to the International Building Code (removing all ambiguity about
tile’s proper place as an exterior finish)

0 Adding language matching minimum grout joint size to tile size in ANSI specs

0 Making membrane manufacturers responsible when re-locating movement joints

0 New sloped floor lippage standards

0 Blocking an attempt to get wallboard back in the IBC as a wet area substrate.

The advocacy continues, with IMI language on floor flatness, large tile running bonds and other changes now on
the ballot.
